Khalid Abdulrahim undertook his studies at Glasgow Caledonian University when he was building one of the most challenging construction projects in Bahrain - the Formula 1 Grand Prix circuit which had to be completed in 16 months from a standing start. It was completed on time and this achievement helped to establish him as a major player in the construction industry in the Middle East. His turnover has grown from that time in 2003/04 when it stood at USD150 million to the present USD1.5 Billion.
